Business Meeting Minutes

March 27, 2010

Sacramento, California

Membership:

A motion passed to accept Portland Community College as a member. The group welcomed Preston Pulliams. Membership Committee Chair Rufus Glasper announced resignations from Bunker Hill Community College and The Community College of Allegheny and the response from Dr. Wright Lassiter, Chancellor - Dallas Community College District in Texas, who respectfully declined the membership invitation due to budget constraints. 

Attending members approved a motion to accept these recommendations from the Membership Committee:

1- Reissue the invitation once more to these CEOs to attend a meeting and consider membership:

Dr. Sandy Shugart, President - Valencia Community College in Orlando, Florida

Dr. Michael Richards, President – College of Southern Nevada in Las Vegas

Dr. Jill Wakefield, Chancellor - Seattle Community College District in Washington

2 – Invite Dr. Don Wright, President - British Columbia Inst. Of Technology in Vancouver, to attend the Fall ’10 meeting in London. He stated an interest in membership but could not attend this meeting.

3 - Issue a first invitation to these CEOs to attend a meeting and to consider institutional membership:

Dr. Thomas McKeon, President – Tulsa Community College - Oklahoma

Saad Al Shehri, Riyadh Community College - Saudi Arabia

Dr. Ding Jo Currie, President – Coast Community College District – California

4 - Approve the request from Phil Davis (President, Minneapolis Community & Technical College in Minnesota) to keep the invitation open. He is interested and expects his college’s freeze on new memberships will soon be lifted.

5 - If those invited indicate interest but cannot attend the Fall ’10 meeting in London, the invitations should be extended to the Spring ’11 meeting.

A separate motion passed that would empower the Steering Team to review Belfast Metropolitan College in Northern Ireland and invite Principal Marie-Therese McGivern to attend the Fall RC-2020 Roundtable and Meeting, if the college is found to meet the standard criteria and if she states a commitment to participate. 

Members agreed that an active member CEO should contact potential new members.
Other colleges being reviewed for possible future membership recommendation are:

Sydney Institute, Sydney – Australia (pending presidential appointment)

CEFET – Vitoria, Espirito Santo - Brazil (pending more information)

Universidad Technologica De Puebla - Mexico (pending more information)
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Financial:

Treasurer Brice Harris reported that the association is solid financially with $36,319.16 in the checking account and $229,304.86 in net worth including investments. However, he stressed the continuous need to seek sponsorships, especially for the upcoming meeting in England. His goal is to have multi-year partnerships with more companies. Steve Curtis acknowledged Brice’s success in securing board-level sponsorship of $10,000 from Aramark and including a quality printed program that recognized all sponsors for this meeting. 

Steering Team:

President Jackie Snyder announced her impending retirement on June 30 and gave the Nominating Committee Report on behalf of Bruce Leslie, who is the appointed Committee chair. The Committee recommended President Elect Rufus Glasper move into the presidency early, beginning July 1 and serve a term ending December 31, 2011. A motion to accept the recommendation was approved. The vice president/president elect position will be decided at the next meeting. The treasurer position was determined by vote at the last meeting and Brice Harris will continue to serve in that capacity. Mary Spangler agreed to accept the appointed position of membership committee chair, beginning on July 1. 

President Snyder noted that Jerri Evans was the only Emeriti member who attended this meeting. She voiced concern that the earlier action taken to charge Emeriti who attend meetings may have mistakenly sent a message that questioned their value. She and others commented that Emeriti attendance make the group more robust and their input adds valued information to the dialogue. A motion passed directing Jackie to contact active members by e-mail to determine whether or not Emeriti should continue to be charged an attendance fee.

Operations:

Janet Beauchamp referred to the Rick Miner’s distributed report, entitled, “People Without Jobs – Jobs Without People,” a statistical analysis of Ontario’s labour market future. Rick asked members to review it in reference to their reports on economic challenges and to exchange ideas directly with him. The comprehensive report is available electronically in full color. Frank McLoughlin would like member input on the proposed program he submitted for the Fall meeting to be held in London. He is keenly interested in making sure the meeting content will be valuable to attendees. Janet stressed the need for early commitment to attend and Jackie Snyder stated the need for a substantial member turnout. The quoted hotel rate for the Hyatt Regency is $310usd for a single or double room. Janet is attempting to negotiate the rate and is reviewing proposals from other hotels.  She noted the helpful support received for this meeting from Brice Harris and his personnel at Los Rios.

Town Hall and Exchange Network:

Cynthia Bioteau’sTown Hall Committee followed the recommendation of the member’s to place this activity on hold since fewer than five members committed to participating. However, planning is underway for an Exchange Network (now being called the “Knowledge Exchange Network”) to share best practices and key events through television and Internet broadcasts among participating member institutions. Larry Eskridge (formerly with WYCC-TV in Chicago) and Rene Blatte (MCTV at Scottsdale Community College) are supporting the project with technical expertise and corporate support. A summary report was distributed.
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T.V. Documentary:

As chair of the Documentary Committee, Rufus Glasper summarized the purpose and plans to date. The purpose of the 30-minute documentary is to demonstrate, to government, business and local audiences, the value of community and technical colleges during, and after, an economic crisis. A production RFP is being distributed to both colleges and companies. Steve Curtis, and a film crew from his college, traveled to Washington to record an interview with Secretary of Education, Arne Duncan, to include in the documentary. An EMSI national data study will also provide material for the production. It was noted that a significant number of colleges need to participate in the study to tell a complete story.  Under Secretary Martha Kanter supports the idea of a documentary and offered to review the script. College and corporate support will be sought to cover the costs.

Next Meeting:

The Fall ’10 Meeting will be held in London, England, on November 4-7. Host Frank McLoughlin is planning to offer a one-day conference prior to the CEO Roundtable with the theme of “Social and Community Cohesion.” A conference dialogue is expected to promote an enthusiastic exchange between members of RC-2020 and England’s Group 157 on key issues impacting urban cities and colleges. Frank has secured the House of Commons for a reception. Potential sponsors will be contacted to help support the events. 

Annual Reception:

The Annual RC-2020/METI reception will be held on April 18, from 6:30-8:00p.m. during the AACC Convention in Seattle. Invitations were mailed to members for distribution to their guests.
